The Pharisees and Sadducees came, and to test Jesus
they asked him to show them a sign from heaven. 2 He
answered them, “When it is evening, you say, ‘It will be
fair weather, for the sky is red.” 2 And in the morning, ‘It
will be stormy today, for the sky is red and threatening.’
You know how to interpret the appearance of the sky, but

you cannot interpret the signs of the times. 4 An evil and

adulterous generation asks for a sign, but no sign will be
given to it except the sign of Jonah.” Then he left them

and went away.

5When the disciples reached the other side, they had
forgotten to bring any bread. ¢ Jesus said to them, “Watch
out, and beware of the yeast of the Pharisees and
Sadducees.” ' They said to one another, “It is because we
have brought no bread.”

* COMMEMORATION: MARTIN OF TOURS

Martin was born around 330 of pagan parents. His father
was a soldier, who enlisted Martin in the army at the age of
fifteen. One winter day he saw an ill-clad beggar at the gate
of the city of Amiens. Martin had no money to give, but he
cut his cloak in half and gave half to the beggar. In a dream
that night, Martin saw Christ wearing the half-cloak. He had
for some time considered becoming a Christian, and this
ended his wavering. He was promptly baptized. At the end
of his next military campaign, he asked to be released from
the army, saying: "Hitherto | have faithfully served Caesar.
Let me now serve Christ."

He was accused of cowardice, and offered to stand
unarmed between the contending armies. He was

imprisoned, but released when peace was signed.

The Feast of Martin, a soldier who fought bravely and
faithfully in the service of an earthly sovereign, and then
enlisted in the service of Christ, is also the day of the
Armistice which marked the end of the First World War. On
it we remember those who have risked or lost their lives in

what they perceived as the pursuit of justice and peace.
